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Anindividual isin the image of GOD according to the pattern shown above. Each individual has a masculine and
feminineside of their being and three distinct levelsthat function in adifferent timeframe. Theselevelsarethe Heart,
Soul, and Mind of the individual which are the Cause (It will happen--future), the Expression (It is happening--
present), and the Manifestation (It has happened--past). The Masculine side of the individual performsthe executive
functionsand deal sdirectly with all thingsexternal to theindividual. The Feminine side of theindividual performsall
receptive functionsand dealswith theinternal needs of theindividual. Itisthefeminine sidethat determinesthe needs
and the masculine side that obtainswhat isrequired to satisfy those needs. The Masculine and Feminine sidesbecome
one through the Soul.

There are Seven Main Aspects of any living being--Spirit, Principle, Intellect, Soul, Life, Truth, and Love. The
individual isdefined by what they love. Love determinestheway needsare obtained in achanging environment. The
Spirit receives the needs as generated by what we love, and seeks to fulfill them. The masculine side is suppose to
determine if the way the needs are to be obtained is correct before acting on them. If the way is not correct, the
masculine side should refuseto fulfill the needsin theway L ove desires and look for the correct way to fulfill thetrue
needs.
